General Members
Approval of Agenda

Trish Zugg made a motion to approve the agenda, Karen Martinson seconded.  This motion passed by unanimous approval.
Approval of Minutes

Ellen Long asked that the minutes from last meeting be added to the record as submitted.
President’s Report

Ellen reported that she has had an interesting and rewarding experience as AACTE President.  She attended Region V conference in Mandan, North Dakota and will be going to National Conference in St. Louis.  She reported that National Conference was scheduled to take place in New Orleans but due to Hurricane Katrina damage it has been moved to St. Louis.  Ellen later reported that AACTE attendance for PDC is up for this year.
President Elect’s Report

Kathy reported that she will be in charge of PDC Planning for 2007.  She expressed appreciation for member comments both good and suggestive of PDC, these comments will be used for future planning of PDC.  Kathy reported also that she wants to focus on leadership development in AACTE.  This includes young members, new members and current members.  
Treasurer’s Report

Karen reported that when she took over the treasurer’s office in July there was an approximate balance of $13,000 in the bank account.  She reported that this balance peaked at around $16,000 and that after travel and conferences expenses are deducted and PDC conference profits are added back in, we will be back to around $13,000.  The Treasurer’s Report as distributed to members at the meeting shows a balance of $13,066.94 as of 11/15/05.
Membership Report

Marcia reported that there are 142 paid-up members.  She thought that Alaska Destination Specialists may even bring her more membership applicants.  She asked that members check the newsletter and actealaska.org for AACTE updates and information.  She also asked that they stop by the membership table at PDC to check and see if their membership information is correct.  
Business

Region V Leadership Fellowship Opportunity:
· Kathy Frost gave a hand-out to all attendees informing them of a leadership fellowship opportunity that will be awarded by Region V.  She summarized the letter reporting that this opportunity for a leadership fellow will be supported by Region V financially with $1000 towards the fellow's expenses.  She suggested that there would need to be further financial support from our state level association; as well as, the local district where the fellow works.  This would come in the form of funding and substitute days.  If an Alaskan were to be selected they would be required to travel to the Region V conference, receive training there in the form of training the trainer, and then come back to Alaska and become a leadership trainer here.  This discussion was moved as an action item later in the meeting.
Electronic Bulletin Board:
· Marcia Olson discussed the need for an electronic vehicle for communications between AACTE members.  She discussed her research on electronic list serves and mentioned that they can be quite expensive.  She mentioned that a web site bulletin board is free, but with this you can only post items and check for information items but that it does not generate a multicast e-mail as list serves do.  Sally Spieker offered a list serve @ UAA that might be able to be used at no cost.  She said that this list serve was one that was started for use during the Region V Conference that was held here in Alaska.  
Officer Nominations:
· Trish Zugg discussed officer nominations for executive board positions will be taking place this spring.  Those elected will take office in July of 2006.  Members should check the newsletter and web site for particular dates and the call for nominees.  Trish encouraged the members to discern whether an officer position would be something they may want to consider or if they knew of someone that would make a good officer to consider nominating them for office.  She discussed her concern for young/new CTE professionals to become involved in AACTE.  Trish also recognized out-going officers with an appreciation gift and a thanked them for their service to AACTE.  Those recognized were Kris Forrester, Therese Pempek, and Rick Rios. 
Region V:

· Ellen Long asked that members become advocates for their profession.  Political recognition and activism is important to our profession.  She encouraged members to get in touch with their legislators on both the state and federal levels to discuss CTE and their concerns for issues and initiatives. 
Operations Manual:
· Jerry Balistreri volunteered to align our new operations manual with our by-laws and constitution.  Ellen thanked Jerry for his hard work and service to AACTE.
Action Items
First time attendee to National ACTE Conference:

Member Sarah Parks made a motion that AACTE support a first time attendee to National ACTE Conference with $500.  Member Kathleen Vik seconded the motion.  This motion passed by unanimous approval without further discussion.
Region V Leadership Fellowship:

Member Jerry Balistreri made a motion that AACTE support the fellowship by having the board come up with guidelines for the fellow, and then if one is chosen from Alaska, AACTE support this fellow with $1000.  Helen Mehrkens seconded the motion.  Kathy Frost discussed that the application for this fellowship is due by January.  She mentioned that we need to work quickly to get the word out to potential applicants.  This motion passed by unanimous approval without further discussion.
Legislative Support:

Member John Mayer asked the question of whether our association can advocate to the legislature for support of CTE.  He then made a motion that we do so.  Jerry Balistreri seconded the motion.  This motion passed by unanimous approval.
